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A basic disclosure check is required from Disclosure Scotland, in line with the Church of Scotland’s Safe Recruitment practice as a trustee is viewed as holding a leadership role in a position of trust.   

In addition, all applicants must satisfy statutory requirements in order to be eligible to become a trustee.  By law, you are disqualified from acting as a charity trustee if you: 

· Have an unspent conviction for an offence involving dishonesty or an offence under the 2005 Act. 
· Have been declared bankrupt or insolvent or been the subject of bankruptcy proceedings or insolvency proceedings and has a Protected Trust Deed or been disqualified from being a company director.
· Have been removed under either Scottish or English Law or the courts from being a charity trustee.
In addition, in order to be covered under the trustee indemnity policy in place for Assembly Trustees, the following conditions must be met: -

No trustee has:
· Ever had an insurance proposal declined, renewal refused or insurance cancelled or special terms imposed
· Been convicted or charged (but not yet tried) or been given an Official Police Caution in respect of any criminal offence, other than a motoring offence, unless spent by the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act.
In the last 10 years no trustee has:
· Been the subject of a County Court Judgement, an Individual Voluntary Agreement, a Company Voluntary Agreement or a Sheriff Court Decree
